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Flint River Trail

Over the past few years the City of Burlington has been working with Des Moines
County to design and construct the first multi-use trail in the region; this 20-mile
long trail will be located within Des Moines County. Four miles of trail will be
located within city limits. The Flint River Trail will start at the Port of Burlington and
make its way up to Big Hollow Recreation Area. To date the City of Burlington has
secured more than $340,000 in grant funding for the trail. Construction is to start
on a part of the city’s northern portion of trail this fall, with an opening celebration
this winter. The city is awaiting award announcements for another $366,000 that
will occur this fall. The City anticipates the Flint River Trail to be completed in its
entirety by Fall 2012. The City would like to take this opportunity to thank all the
community volunteers, local businesses, and organizations for your continued
support and hard work.
